New Requirements to
Fish in Mexican Waters

A new Mexican immigration law enacted in May 2011, and
implemented in January 2012, requires all U.S. anglers to obtain
an FMM (Multiple Migratory Form). This can be obtained at
various places in Southern California, like Dana Point Landing
or upon arrival in Ensenada, Mexico, from the Mexican
Immigration Department (INAMI). Cost varies depending on
the length of your fishing trip. In addition, a Mexican fishing
