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privilege of being part of the cast, even though I have no talent 
for singing or dancing. I always knew that Showboat took a lot 
of work, but I had no idea how much – I greatly underestimated 
the level of commitment from so many members to make this 
dinner theater production such a success. People start working 
on the concept for next year’s show as the current show is 
being performed. Rehearsals begin in January, on Monday 
and Tuesday evenings, not counting the hours of practice 
at home or tap class. The week of the show, there are dress 
rehearsals for three straight nights, and the show runs over the 
next four nights. That is seven nights of hard work, but also 

Those seven nights 
also require the presence of the 
people running the sound system, 
the lighting, and handling the 
back stage work. Even before the 
rehearsals there are several days 
of setting up the stage, lighting, 
sound system, table decor and so 
much more. Of course, then there 
is at least a day of take down. My 
guestimate, counting all the people 
who volunteered their time, easily 
approaches 80 dedicated folks!

I would also like to acknowledge 
the hard work of our staff through 
all of this activity. They are always 
there to help us in every possible 
way. After their efforts during 
Showboat, our staff took great care 
of us for Easter Sunday. Thanks to 
you all and special thanks to the 
Easter Bunny, aka Jeanie Lowry.

My article in the April issue of The Masthead reported on an 
incredible five-week period that included the spectacular 
Commodore’s Ball, Women’s Sailing 
Convention, Lounge Night and 
several other events. I felt that 
it would be impossible to have 
another period of time with so many 
great things available. Don’t our 
volunteers and BCYC staff ever get 
tired?

Well, here we are again with so many 
very special and high-level events 
coming in rapid succession. We 
had a spectacular and memorable 
land cruise to Indian Wells that was 
attended by 75 happy members.

Upgrades and 
Maintenance

The emphasis of the House Committee this year is upgrades 
and maintenance. The club gets a lot of use by members 
and outside groups, and our need for maintenance is 
always present. We continue to look at options to upgrade 
the interior lighting systems for more flexibility. The music 
and sound system is in need of some refinement, so we 
can separate different areas, such as the Columbia Room 
patio from the lower level pool patio. Also part of this 
update will be improving microphone range on the main 
floor when the entire dining room/lounge/banquet room 
area is being used for a single event. In addition, fans have 
been installed to provide air circulation in the lower level 
pool patio.

All movable wall partitions in the dining room areas will 
receive an extensive mechanical overhaul (already begun), 
wood refinishing and new, updated vinyl coverings. The 
Lounge, and dining and banquet room areas will receive 
paint, carpeting and wood refinishing. The Columbia 
Room, remodeled nearly 10 years ago, will also receive a 
comprehensive update to include wood surface refinishing, 
carpet, paint and some necessary back bar equipment. 
While some of this work can be done on days the club is 
closed, some of the other items will be handled when the 
club is closed during the Christmas break. To accomplish 
all of this refurbishment could take as long as 18-24 
months based on the level of activity at the club. This is all 
part of the ongoing process of having a top-quality facility 
for the enjoyment of our members and their guests.

Dear Not a Fan:
I hear what you’re saying! But the fact is that Facebook isn’t 
just popular – it’s important. Did you know: 

1.	 Facebook was founded at Harvard in 2004 and, according 
to The Guardian, “Within 24 hours (of going live), 1,200 
students had signed up.”

2.	 Venture Beat says, “Facebook now has more than 1.5 billion 
users.”

3.	 Facebook’s fourth quarter earnings report for 2015 revealed 
that mobile devices account for 1.44 billion monthly active 
users. 

4.	 Pew Internet says, “82% of online adults ages 18 to 29 use 
Facebook, along with 79% of those ages 30 to 49, 64% of 
those ages 50 to 64 and 48% of those 65 and older.”

5.	 Journalism.org says that “about one-third of Facebook 
users (32%) say they post about government and politics 
on Facebook, and 28% comment on these types of posts.”

What that means is that the population of the Facebook audience 
is almost five times greater than that of the United States. 
A group equivalent to about 20% of the world’s population 
logs onto Facebook from mobile devices daily.
