Many are beginning spring cleaning, refreshing flares and 
fire extinguishers, painting, oil changes, etc. Disposing these 
old items is up to you, as the Harbor Patrol, Coast Guard 
and local fire departments will not take them. You must 
take them to recyclers for hazardous waste. There are four 
Household Hazardous Waste Disposal Centers (HHWCC) 
in Orange County — Anaheim, Huntington Beach, Irvine 
and San Juan Capistrano. Visit oclandfills.com for more 
information. 

Please check your dock lines. Winter is here and tidal and 
storm surges are strong, so any old or frayed lines should be 
replaced NOW! Please visit your boat and secure it for the 
coming winter storms. We are in the entrance channel flow 
to the ocean, so we get residual swells and surges, especially 
strong at high tides. Also, check hatches, canvas and bilge 
pumps to make sure all are in good shape and working 
properly. 2017 is starting out with more intense storms than 
we have seen in quite a few years – be prepared. Looking 
forward to seeing you on the docks.
